Impeller Cover (clean as needed)
1. Turn off the robot. Open the filter cover and remove the
filter basket.

2. Rotate and remove the impeller cover, then use a small knife
or another tool to clean any tangled hair.

3. Rotate the impeller cover back into place.

Long-term Storage

1. Please charge the battery to at least 60 ~ 80% before long-term
storage. Recommended storage temperature: -5 ~ 35°C (23 ~
95°F). For optimal battery health, perform at least one charge
every 6 months.
